● Times tables are really important facts to 

know as they are used in so many other 

aspects of maths, such as fractions. The 

best way to support quick recall is to 

practice Times Tables Rock Stars! 

GARAGE mode is the best to help build 

your TT knowledge. We should all aim for 

just 3 minutes of Times Tables Rock Stars a 

day, that’s just 21 minutes a week! If you 

are feeling more confident with TT rock 

stars you can have a go at studio to your 

speed.  

● If you do not have access to TTRS at 

home times table practice sheets can be 

provided on request.  

 

● DAILY READING. Your child will have an 

appropriate level reading book that will 

provide them with suitable challenge whilst 

also building confidence as a reader. We 

encourage reading to be done daily, 

before bed is always a good opportunity to 

build reading into the daily routine. When 

listening to your child read let them discuss 

what they have read. Encourage them to 

read with expression and intonation, focus 

on punctuation and how expression should 

change. 

● You could also share a story together. This 

could be a chapter book where you read 

and discuss a chapter a day. You could 

take it in turns reading or read sections 

together. Reading to, and with, your child is 

also powerful and should not be 

underestimated.
